We help them build a viable business model around their 
innovative product or service idea, validate it and if their business idea is 
proven to be sustainable, we encourage them to register their company.
We introduce teams to partners, investors, regulatory bodies and companies 
that can produce their products, their first buyer or a test site. They meet 
major innovation hubs in Europe, which is important when they want 
to enter foreign markets.

The programme has trained more than 970 start-up teams since 
2017, and in 2019 EIT Jumpstarter won the Best Association 
Training Initiative Award of the European Association Awards.
